Why is OFAC causing trouble for so many credit unions on their BSA exam?  The OFAC program is now a part of the BSA exam and 
has some surprises if you have not read it in detail.  The first surprise is that your credit union has to have a management-approved 
OFAC Risk Assessment.  You have to have written OFAC policy, procedures, processes, and a flow chart designating your OFAC 
officer.  In addition, OFAC has an employee training requirement.   
  
Your BSA examiners will review all of your products, transactions, and services to determine if you are doing a good job of 
appropriately rejecting or blocking transactions.  And if this is not enough, the examiners will want to review your nonmember 
transactions for possible OFAC violations.  This seminar will focus on making the connection between OFAC and the BSA Exam.
